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FSU volleyball has a long-standing tradition of getting its student-athletes to where they want to go. Since early in the program’s origin, both present and past student-athletes have enjoyed the chance to play the game across a 
worldwide stage. 

Carol Forsten (1981-84) • Australian National Team
Somerton Park, Australia native Carol Forsten was a fantastic outside hitter for 
the Seminoles in the early 1980s. The four-year letterwinner participated with the 
Australian National Team in the World Cup Competition in 1982, two years follow-
ing her prestigious position as a captain for the Australian National High School 
all-star team in the 1979-80 year. Forsten, who also toured Latin America in 1981 
and Japan in 1982 with Athletes-In-Action, was an academic all-district selection 
and an AVCA All-Region performer at Florida State in 1984. She finished her four-
year career by recording 674 kills in 304 sets. 

Karyn Palgut (1982-86) • 1982 Olympic Festival
A three-sport athlete at Florida State, Palgut lettered in volleyball (four), basket-
ball (one) and softball (two) from 1982-86. After a successful collegiate career at 
outside hitter that saw her named to the All-Metro Tournament team three times, 
including the distinction of MVP, Palgut competed in the 1982 Olympic Festival 
on the East team. Upon graduation, Palgut joined the U.S. Women’s National Team 
for Handball and had a successful career. She participated in the Goodwill games, 
the Pan American Games (Gold Medal) and the 1988 and 1992 Summer Olympics 
receiving seventh and sixth place respectively. One of Palgut’s best volleyball at-
tributes at Florida State was her service game, recording 132 aces in her career. 
She also tallied 1,228 kills (3.80 kills/set) in her four-year career. 

Maggie Philgence (1987-90) • 1991 Olympic Festival
Hailing from the Virgin Islands, outside hitter Maggie Philgence became one of 
the most well-established Seminoles in program history. After her successful four-
year career, Philgence was drafted to the South Team for the Olympic Festival in 
Los Angeles in 1991 where she helped lead her squad over the West to claim the 
gold medal. Philgence played her professional career with the international league 
in France and the Virgin Islands, and was inducted to the Florida State Athlet-
ics Hall of Fame in 1998. Philgence was a four-time All-Region player, a three-time 
Metro All-Conference player and is Florida State’s all-time leader in kills with 2,110 
(5.36 kills/set). She has a hand in virtually every Top 10 category at Florida State.

NOLES AROUND THE GLOBE
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Gabrielle Reece (1987-90) • Women’s Beach League
Arguably Florida State’s most well-known volleyball alumna, former middle hitter 
Gabrielle Reece is more than just one of the world’s most famous models. From 
1987-90, Reece terrorized oncoming attackers as she racked up 747 total blocks, 
including 240 solo. She was a two-time Metro All-Conference player and an AVCA 
All-Region performer who also enjoyed an exceptional career on the pro tour. In 
the Women’s Beach Volleyball League, Reece was a two-time offensive player of the 
year (1994-95), the league’s leader in kills for four straight years (1993-96) and 
the league’s leader in blocks (1993). Reece also helped her team take first place in 
the first Beach Volleyball World Championships and participated in the FIVB Beach 
Volleyball World Tour. The California native started earning her acclaim for modeling 
while attending Florida State, being named as one of the five most beautiful women 
in the world by Elle in 1989 and receiving the “Most Inspiring Collegiate Athlete” 
honor at the 1989 Dodge National Athletic Awards.

Franci Rard (1993) • AVP Tour
Outside hitter Franci Rard of Naples, Fla. spent one season at Florida State in 1993. 
Following her lone year, which included helping lead the Seminoles to their first-
ever NCAA Tournament win over DePaul, Rard made a living on the AVP tour playing 
beach volleyball. Rard enjoyed plenty of success in the sand, but was known for 
battling back from fusion surgery for degenerative discs in 2000 as the procedure 
set her back nearly 2 ½ years before she could play competitively again. Rard was 
named to the All-ACC Tournament Team as well as the ACC Academic Honor Roll in 
1993. She is the only Florida State volleyball player representing the program in the 
Olympic Games, however it was in handball--not volleyball. 

Norisha Campbell (1998-01) • USA Volleyball
A fine middle-hitter from Universal City, Texas, Norisha Campbell twice was an AVCA 
All-Region player as well as a two-time All-ACC performer in 2000 and 2001. Prior to 
her sophomore campaign, Campbell participated with the 1999 USA Junior National 
Volleyball Team that competed at the Junior World Championships in Saskatoon and 
Edmonton, Canada. In the tournament, she led the USA squad in hitting in its final 
match vs. the Czech Republic with 11 kills and four blocks. Campbell’s career at 
Florida State was highlighted by her 1,289 kills and .320 hitting percentage. Aside 
from her experience with the junior national team, Campbell was selected to the 
2001 USA National A2 Training program and then became the first Seminole ever to 
participate with the USA National Team in 2007. Campbell has also played profes-
sionally in Switzerland and Germany.

NOLES AROUND THE GLOBE
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Alex Sevillano (1999-02) • AVO Pro Beach Tour
A native of Clearwater, Fla., former outside hitter Alex Sevillano spent her career 
at Florida State from 1999-2002. Following four years that included leading the 
Seminoles in digs in her last two seasons, Sevillano made her living on the pro 
beach tour from 2006-11. The four-time ACC Academic Honor Roll member started 
in the AVO Pro Beach Tour, then made her way to the National Volleyball League 
as well as Wide Open Volleyball. During her beach-playing career, Sevillano made 
stops in Arizona, California, Colorado, Florida, Georgia, Illinois, New York and Texas.

Cecile Reynaud (1976-2001) • USA Volleyball
Known as an exceptional teacher, educator, motivator and coach of volleyball, Rey-
naud’s global experience has been aplenty since building the Seminoles into a re-
spectable volleyball program for 26 seasons. Reynaud was an assistant coach for 
the United States World University Games team in 1983, then served as head coach 
of the Women’s Junior National Volleyball Team in 1985. In the summer 2012, Reyn-
aud had the privilege of coaching at the Paralympic Games in London for the USA 
Women’s Sitting Volleyball Team, and coachedthe USA Women’s National Team at the 
Grand Prix in Japan in August 2013. Reynaud finished her FSU coaching career with 
635 wins following her retirement in 2001, placing her in a group of just eight ac-
tive coaches at the time who amassed 600 or more victories. In her 26 seasons, 98 
percent of her four-year letterwinners at Florida State went on to earn their college 
degree, proving her immense focus on both volleyball education and classroom edu-
cation. She was a four-time conference coach of the year who also served as Deputy 
Competition Manager for the 1996 Centennial Olympic Games in Atlanta.

Makini Thompson (2005-07) • Jamaican National Team
Another great outside hitter to don the Garnet and Gold, Makini Thompson became 
Florida State’s third All-American when she earned the national honor in 2006. In 
that same year, Thompson was also an AVCA All-Region performer and made the 
All-ACC Team in both 2006 and 2007. The 2006 season witnessed her putting down 
kills at an average of 3.95 per set. Thompson’s post-FSU career included playing 
for the Jamaican National Team as well as Langenthal VBC in Switzerland at the 
professional level.

NOLES AROUND THE GLOBE
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Jordana Price (2007-09) • VFM
Jordana Price was another substantial piece to Florida State’s history-making 2009 
team that made it all the way to NCAA Volleyball’s version of the Elite Eight. The 
Mountain Home, Idaho native was a ferocious player who garnered a .312 hitting 
percentage from 2007-09 and led Florida State in total blocks in two of her three 
years. An AVCA Honorable Mention All-American and a two-time all-region performer, 
Price took a similar path to teammate Brianna Barry by playing for VFM in Switzer-
land and also playing for Team Florida WAVE. Price was an All-ACC Team selection in 
2009 when she recorded a .355 hitting percentage and 161 total blocks.

Brianna Barry (2006-09) • VFM
Middle blocker Brianna Barry holds the distinguished honor as Florida State’s first 
non-honorable mention All-American when she earned second-team honors as a se-
nior. The Winter Springs, Fla., native had a tremendous career that was highlighted 
by leading the Seminoles to their first NCAA Regional Final appearance in 2009. In 
that season, Barry became Florida State’s first ACC Player of the Year and finished 
with an astonishing .492 hitting percentage that is high atop the NCAA charts. Fol-
lowing her collegiate career, Barry played for VFM in Saignelégier, Switzerland from 
2010-13, and also played for Team Florida WAVE. Barry was also an all-region and all-
conference player in her Seminole years, and made the All-ACC Academic Team and 
the ACC Academic Honor Roll in each of her four seasons. She finished her college 
career with an outstanding .369 hitting percentage and 393 total blocks.

Mira Djuric (2007-09) • HPK
Outside hitter Mira Djuric from Belgrade, Serbia was a tenacious student-athlete 
with an entertaining serve that came at opponents fast. Djuric was another AVCA 
Honorable Mention All-American in 2009 and twice made the All-ACC Team in both 
her playing seasons in 2007 and 2009. In just two seasons she ended her Seminole 
career with 149 service aces, a top five mark in school history at the conclusion of 
her senior season. Djuric also excelled offensively in the attacking game, delivering 
the most kills on her teams in 2007 and 2009. Prior to her enrollment at Florida 
State, Djuric was a member of the Serbian Junior National Team. She played profes-
sionally in Finland for HPK following her years at Florida State.

NOLES AROUND THE GLOBE
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Stephanie Neville (2007-10) • Canadian National Team
Canadian-born outside hitter Stephanie Neville had four fine seasons for the 
Seminoles between 2007-10, always being a steady presence on the attack. The 
Cambridge, Ontario native ended her FSU career with a consistent .267 attack per-
centage which was highlighted by a .309 finish in the team’s program-building 
2009 year. As a senior, she was named to the All-ACC Team and earned a spot on 
the All-East Region Honorable Mention list after leading the Noles in kills. Prior to 
her enrollment at FSU, Neville had the honor of playing for the Canadian Youth and 
Junior National teams, adding to Florida State’s growing list of student-athletes 
who spent time playing among their country’s most competitive national teams.  
While at FSU, Neville was also an achiever in the classroom after earning a spot 
on the All-ACC Academic Team in both 2009 and 2010. She was also an All-ACC 
Academic Honor Roll recipient in all four seasons played.

Visnja Djurdjevic (2010-11) • Serbian Junior National Team
Versatile Visnja Djurdjevic became Florida State’s first multiple All-American, earn-
ing the honor twice in her only two seasons as a Seminole. She was a two-time 
All-ACC Team member and was responsible for the biggest point in program his-
tory, a match-point service ace that gave Florida State a five-set win over Iowa 
State on Dec. 10, 2011, to send the Seminoles to the NCAA National Semifinals. 
Djurdjevic participated with the Serbian Junior National Team that twice won the 
Balkan Championships. She is now a volunteer assistant coach at Boston College.

Duygu Duzceler (2009-12) • Turkish Junior National Team
Turkish-born Duygu Duzceler became one of the most polished setters in program 
history as she was one of the guiding forces that began Florida State’s unprec-
edented era. Duzceler never missed a match or even a set in her four-year career 
and was part of an NCAA Regional Final in 2009 and an NCAA National Semifinal in 
2011. Her 134 career matches are just outside of the top 10 list in school history, 
with the most recent player being Deanna Kaleta (137) in 1985-88. Duzceler helped 
make Florida State’s attacking game exponentially better in her time in Tallahas-
see, helping a flurry of middle blockers and outside hitters earn All-America hon-
ors. Playing in a two-setter rotation, Duzceler still managed to record 2,915 assists 
(5.83 assists/set) for a top 10 mark at Florida State. Shortly after her collegiate 
career, Duzceler signed a professional volleyball contract in Turkey.

NOLES AROUND THE GLOBE
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Sareea Freeman (2009-12) • North Texas Region
In her time as a Seminole, middle blocker Sareea Freeman went from being a raw 
athlete to a highly-skilled player who was a dominating force by her senior sea-
son. The Fresno, Calif., native earned AVCA Honorable Mention All-America honors 
in 2012 and finished second nationally with a .438 hitting percentage that season. 
Heading into her big senior year, Freeman faced some great competition during the 
summer 2012 when she competed with teammate Sarah Wickstrom in the United 
States Senior Women’s A2 Program in Columbus, Ohio against some of the nation’s 
best collegiate athletes across the country. Freeman set a school record for most 
ACC Player of the Week awards in a career when she earned four, including three 
in her final season at Florida State. She ended her FSU career with an outstanding 
.356 hitting percentage and 393 total blocks.  After an assistant coaching stint 
with UAlbany, she joined the North Texas Region and helped the squad with the PVL 
Championship in 2015. 

Fatma Yildirim (2009-12) • Turkish National Training Team
A hard-working player, Fatma Yildirim showcased several of her abilities while at 
Florida State. She ended her career as an AVCA Honorable Mention All-American 
in 2012, and became just the fifth Seminole to earn both All-ACC Freshman Team 
and All-ACC honors.  Prior to coming to Florida State, Yildirim was a member of the 
Turkish Junior National Team from 2005-08. One of the highlights of her three-year 
stint was helping the national team to the title at the 2006 Balkan Championships.  
Yildirim was a co-captain on the 2012 Seminole squad and was known as a role mod-
el for the way she conducted herself. Yildirim is currently training with the Turkish 
National Team in preparation for the FIVB U23 World Championship in October 2013.

Marija Milosavljevic (2010-12) • Serbian Junior National Team
Middle blocker/right-side hitter Marija Milosavljevic was a steady player at Florida 
State, winning the Seminole Warrior and Total Commitment awards after her senior 
year for the devotion she showed. Milosavljevic was on the team’s NCAA National 
Semifinal run in 2011, her second year with the program. The Bajina Basta, Serbia 
native has been a member of both the Serbian Youth and National Teams, having a 
few successful years at the Balkan Championships. Milosavljevic has the skills to 
continue playing at the professional level.

NOLES AROUND THE GLOBE
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Katie Mosher (2010-14) •  Florida WAVE
Libero Katie Mosher  participated in the U.S. Collegiate National Team Program 
in the summer of 2014 (which is formally know as the U.S. Senior A2 program). 
Mosher was part of the European Global Challenge title in the summer 2011 in 
Croatia by the USA Junior A2 Team. Mosher was also part of the A2 program in high 
school, competing with the Youth A2 National Team in 2009. The Fort Myers, Fla., 
native holds the single-season record for digs at Florida State in a season with 
604 in 2011, a year in which she was named the team’s most influential player. 
Mosher capped off her career with 2,133 total digs after totaling 495 (2012) and 
506 (2013). Mosher recently joined the Florida WAVE and helped it take fourth at 
the 2015 PVL Championships.

Elise Walch (2011-13) • USA Junior A2 Team
Elise Walch played with USA Volleyball on a few occasions, including 2011 when she 
helped the USA Junior A2 Team to the championship at the European Global Chal-
lenge in Croatia. She was also a member of the 2008 and 2009 USA Volleyball Youth 
A2 Teams, and earned a spot on the 2010 USA Volleyball Junior National Training 
Team. The right-side hitter from Stuart, Fla., produced some big-hitting matches 
for the Seminoles, including a dominant 12-kill performance against Miami as a 
sophomore when Florida State upended the nationally-ranked Hurricanes. Walch 
capped off her Seminole career with 700 kills (2.35 kills/set) and 182 total blocks. 

Sarah Wickstrom (2011-14) • U.S. Collegiate National Team Program
Setter Sarah Wickstrom participated in the U.S. Collegiate National Team Program 
along with Katie Mosher and Mercedes Vaughn. She also played alongside former 
teammate Sareea Freeman in the United States Women’s Senior A2 Program in 
Columbus, Ohio during the summer 2012. Wickstrom helped the USA Blue team to 
a 4-1 record at the national tournament. Wickstrom was a part of an NCAA National 
Semifinal run in 2011, a second-round appearance in 2012 and a Sweet 16 berth in 
2013. Her Florida State career ended with 2,915 assists (5.96 assists/set) and 841 
digs (1.72 digs/set). Prior to joining Florida State, Wickstrom participated in the 
USA Volleyball Junior Olympics for several years and also played at USA Volleyball 
Beach Nationals.

NOLES AROUND THE GLOBE
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Sarah Burrington (2012-15) • USA Junior National Team
Middle blocker Sarah Burrington was named to the USA Volleyball Women’s Junior 
National Team on June 14, 2013. The squad was composed of some of the very best 
collegiate athletes born in 1994 or 1995. The Ruskin, Fla. resident enjoyed a near 
two-week journey at the FIVB Women’s U-20 World Championship in the Czech Re-
public. She helped Team USA to a 6-3 record which included scrimmages. Burrington 
closed out her career at Florida State by recording 709 kills, 494 total blocks and 
446 assisted blocks. 

Olivera Medic (2012-13) • Serbia Senior National Team
Outside hitter Olivera Medic has been another great addition to the Serbian pipeline 
that the Florida State indoor volleyball program has grown. In 2012, she joined for-
mer teammate Fatma Yildirim as the only Seminoles to be named to more than one 
all-tournament team in 2012. The Subotica, Serbia native spent the summer of 2009 
playing for the Serbian Senior National Team as she helped her national squad to a 
first-place finish in the Euroleague, defeating France in the semifinals and Turkey 
in the championship match. Medic also played on the Serbian Junior National Team 
and helped it to a second-place finish at the Balkan Championship.

Nicole Walch (2012-15) • U.S. Collegiate National Team
Nicole Walch enjoyed a couple stints with USA Volleyball. Heading into her senior 
season at Martin County High School, Walch joined her sister Elise and fellow Semi-
nole Katie Mosher in winning the European Global Challenge as a member of United 
States Junior A2 team in Pula, Croatia. Walch took her game to the next level in 
the summer 2013 when she played in the USA Volleyball senior A2 program in Dal-
las, Texas, against some of the best players remaining with collegiate eligibility. In 
2014, she was selected to top the U.S. Collegiate National Team that played on the 
China Tour. Over the course of her career she earned two AVCA All-American Hon-
orable Mentions (2013, 2015) and a Second Team AVCA All-American (2014). Walch 
was a member of Team USA that competed at the 2015 World University Games 
in Gwangju, Korea. The United State drew a tough pool play bracket, however the 
Americans went 3-0 in the silver bracket for ninth place in the tournament. She 
capped off her Florida State career as the first player in the rally scoring era to 
reach the program’s top 10 list in kills (1,466). In the months after completing her 
degree she signed a professional contract to play in Puerto Rico and competed for 
a spot on the Pan American Cup.

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Milica Kubura (2014-17) • Serbian Junior National Team
Outside Hitter Milica Kubura joined the Seminoles in January of 2014 as the latest 
“Serbian Pipeline” member. The native of Belgrade, Kubura was a three-year mem-
ber of the Junior National Team, which was ranked as high as eighth in the world. 
She was on the squad that earned the silver medal at the 2012 Junior Volleyball 
World Championships. 

Mercedes Vaughn (2014-15) • U.S. Collegiate National Team Program
After enrolling in January 2014, Middle blocker Mercedes Vaughn fit right into the 
scheme of things in Coach Poole’s system. During the summer of 2014, she joined 
Sarah Wickstrom and Katie Mosher at the U.S. National Team Program event, 
which was held in Minneapolis, Minn. In two seasons at Florida State she tallied 
367 kills, 192 total blocks and 181 assisted blocks. 

Cecilie Woie (2014-17) • Norwegian National Team
Prior to her first season at FSU, Cecilie Woie was promoted to the Norwegian Na-
tional team after spending five seasons as a member of the Junior National Team. 
Woie made her senior national team debut in May of 2014 by playing in the first 
round of qualification for the 2015 CEV Volleyball European Championships. She 
has also been named the NEVZA (Northern European Volleyball Zonal Association) 
“Best Libero” at both the 2011 and 2012 tournaments. Her teams captured silver in 
the NEVZA for the 2011 and 2012 tournaments. Woie led her team to the gold medal 
at the Norwegian Club National Championships with ØKSIL volleyball in 2014 after 
five runner-up finishes in previous seasons, where she was a three-time “Best Li-
bero” at the event (2011, 2012, 2014).

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Katie Horton (2012-15) • U.S. Collegiate National Team Program
Outside hitter Katie Horton was one of 36 athletes who trained and competed as 
part of the U.S. Collegiate Team-Indianapolis program. Horton, one of 231 athletes 
from 88 colleges and universities to participate in the U.S. Women’s National Team 
in tryouts in February 2015, was one of six players from the ACC who made the 
squad. The squad, part of USA Volleyball’s High Performance pipeline that is con-
sidered a second tryout for the U.S. Women’s National Team, was divided into three 
12-player teams that competed in a round-robin tournament on June 21-30 in India-
napolis, Indiana. The experience, which resulted in nine kills and only one error in 
20 receptions (0.05) for Horton, provided her with the opportunity to refine several 
facets of her overall game heading into the 2016 campaign.

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2019 EUROPEAN TRIP

Making its first international trip since 2002, the Florida State Volleyball 
team traveled to Europe from June 22-July 2, 2019 in what was a unique 
combination of competition, travel and cultural experiences for the 2019 
Seminoles. 

The Noles traveled between Italy, Slovenia and Austria over the 11-day trip, 
and competed in five different exhibition matches among local federation 
and club teams. 

“With eight new players coming in to the team this season, that is a lot 
to try and add to the mix,” said FSU head coach Chris Poole. “I think the 
trip was great for us, not just the volleyball part, but the opportunity to go 
around and see these different countries and experience them together. 
We played very competitive teams on this trip as they are playing year 
round, and there is a lot of experience there. It was great for our girls to go 
against a really skilled group of players, with some that are at a National 
Team level. So this is almost like a bonus preseason for us and will not only 
benefit us for this fall, but for the next couple of years.”

The trip began in Milan, Italy and then the Noles headed through Verona 
and Venice, before traveling to Maribor, Slovenia. The next stop was in Graz, 
Austria, along with a stop in Lake Bled, Slovenia, before returning to Venice 
to fly home to the United States.  

“This was a great opportunity for our freshmen, as it is very rare that you 
can bring incoming freshmen on a trip like this,” said senior Payton Caffrey. 
“It was a lot of fun to experience new cultures, learn some new languages 
and compete against teams that play a different style of volleyball.”

“This was a once-in-a-lifetime opportunity for us,” said senior Madison 
Sullivan. “It is huge for the FSU as a whole and gave us a head start to build 
the program back to where we want it. Since we had about half the team 
returning and half were new players, this trip was a huge benefit for us 
in building team chemistry and working out the kinks way before August. 
Also, these are all places in Europe that I’ve never been to before, so I’m 
really excited.”

The trip was financed through generous donations to the FSU Volleyball 
Coaches Club, along with assistance from the Seminole Boosters.

She capped off her 
illustrious high school campaign with 470 kills, 284 digs, 75 total blocks, and 41 aces in 
her final season, while leading Crown Point to a Class 4A runner-up finish. She was named 
a 2017 USAV All-American and won the Post-Tribune Girls Volleyball Player of the Year, the 
same year she was named to the All-Tournament Team at the USA Girls’ 18s Junior National 
Championships, leading her team to a third place finish.

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Entering his 12th year at Florida State, head coach 
Chris Poole has established the Seminoles as fixture 
in the American Volleyball Coaches Association (AVCA) 
Top 25 and among the elite programs in the nation as 
he has rejuvenated a program that has become a na-
tional contender year in and year out.

In his tenure, Poole has led the Seminoles to 10 con-
secutive NCAA Tournament appearances, making FSU 
one of only 12 programs in the nation to accomplish 
the feat. The team has been ranked in the AVCA Top-15 
at some point in nine of the last 10 seasons, and has 
defeated 27 AVCA Top-25 programs since his arrival.

When Poole inherited the Florida State volleyball pro-
gram in the summer of 2008, he took over a team that 
had failed to reach the 20-win plateau in five-straight 
seasons and hadn’t been to the NCAA Tournament 
since 2002. It was a program looking for answers; a 
program looking to get back to the winning ways it had 
grown accustomed to in the 1980s and early ‘90s.

However, since the beginning of the 2009 season, 
when Poole began overseeing the scheduling process, 
the Seminoles have gone head-to-head with 18 differ-
ent non-conference opponents that were ranked in the 
top 25 of the AVCA polls in the regular season. Since 
his arrival at FSU, the Seminoles have seen 52 contests 
against Top-25 teams. By facing those upper echelon 
programs, Poole has established Florida State’s sched-
ule as one of the most difficult in the nation for the last 
eight years. According to richkern.com the Seminoles 
strength of schedule has ranked seventh, eighth and 
fourth in succession in each of the last three seasons.

2018 saw the Seminoles finish second in the ACC 
standings and close out the year with a 19-10 record, 
with eight of those losses against ranked teams. Ju-
nior transfer Payton Caffrey carried the team offen-
sively with 476 kills and also added 25 service aces, 
earning ACC Player of the Year honors as well as AVCA 
All-American Honorable Mention accolades. Sopho-
more Taryn Knuth joined Caffrey on the All-ACC First 
Team, and was also named as an AVCA Honorable Men-
tion All-American after finishing with 264 kills and 188 
blocks, which ranked third in the NCAA. 

In 2017, Poole competed with a very young squad that 
consisted of eight underclassmen, five true freshmen 
and seven members that had not played Division I vol-
leyball prior to the season. Senior Milica Kubura pro-
vided veteran leadership and was named to the All-ACC 
First Team for the second year in a row and became 
the first Seminole in program history to be a four-time 
All-ACC selection. Freshman Taryn Knuth was named 

ACC Freshman of the Year and was also chosen to the 
All-ACC Second Team. The Noles closed out the regular 
season strong with a six-match winning streak, includ-
ing four on the road, to finish fifth in the conference 
and continue the program’s streak of NCAA Tourna-
ment appearnaces. 

By the close of the 2016 season Poole further cement-
ed his name among the best coaches in the sport as 
he led the Seminoles to at least 25 wins for the sixth 
consecutive campaign. Along with surpassing 200 
wins in his Florida State career Poole climbed to sev-
enth among active coaches in NCAA history with 787 
career wins. The Noles reached the NCAA Sweet 16 for 
the third time in the last four seasons and posted an 
impressive 12-1 record in true road matches, with the 
lone loss coming at Chapel Hill against eventual ACC 
Champion, North Carolina.

The 2015 season, which culminated in the second 
round of the NCAA Tournament at in-state rival Florida, 
was highlighted by the five-member senior class which 
included Caroline Dadowski, Laura Dadowski, Karlie 
Hauer, Mercedes Vaughn and Nicole Walch. Under the 
direction of Poole, that quintuplet capped off one of 
the best four-year runs in program history, brandish-
ing a 109-23 overall record, including a 54-2 mark in 
Tully Gymnasium, and along the way finished 68-10 in 
ACC action.

Poole’s continued development of Nicole Walch wit-
nessed the Stuart, Fla., native become the first player 
in the rally scoring era to crack the program’s top 10 
list in kills (1,466) after driving home a team-high 459 
kills. By leading the team in eight major categories, 
Walch was a unanimous selection for All-ACC First 
Team and was named Senior CLASS Top 10 Finalist, 
AVCA All-East Region Team and AVCA Honorable Men-
tion All-American.

Poole’s program also drew individual honors for Sarah 
Burrington (AVCA Honorable Mention All-American, 
AVCA All-East Region Team, All-ACC First Team); Brianne 
Burkert (All-ACC Freshman Team); Katie Horton (All-ACC 
Second Team); Milica Kubura (AVCA Honorable Mention 
All-East Region Team, All-ACC Second Team, CoSIDA 
Academic All-District IV Team) and Hailey Luke (CoSIDA 
Academic All-District IV Team).

In 2014, the Seminoles continued to produce history, 
riding a 24-0 match winning streak while climbing to 
a program and ACC best AVCA ranking of No. 3 as four 
athletes captured AVCA All-America honors en route to 
the second consecutive Sweet 16.

In 2013, Poole helped the Seminoles to a school-record 
setting six AVCA top-25 wins (Kentucky, Michigan, 
Western Kentucky, Duke, North Carolina, Florida), in-
cluding two of the biggest wins in school history. On 
December 6, 2013, Poole guided the Seminoles to a 
3-2, NCAA Second Round victory over No. 6 Florida lift-
ing them to the NCAA Champaign Regional Semifinal. 
It marked the first time since 1990, FSU defeated UF 
inside the O’Connell Center. Florida State also picked 
up a 3-2 win over No. 7 Michigan on Sept. 14, 2013.

The Noles finished second in the ACC with an overall re-
cord of 26-8, while finishing the year ranked 11th in the 
AVCA poll and 12th in the RPI. FSU was led by AVCA All-
America honorable mention players, Ashley Neff, Nicole 
Walch and Elise Walch. Neff earned All-ACC First Team 
honors, while both Walch sisters and Katie Mosher 
were awarded All-Second Team accolades.

On Nov. 17th in a 3-0 victory over Notre Dame, Poole 
picked up his 700th career win, becoming one of the 
winningest active division I coaches in the country as 
he climbed to 10th.

In 2012, the Seminoles won their third Atlantic Coast 
Conference title under Poole and the program’s fourth 
overall. Florida State finished with a remarkable 28-4 
overall record, earning back-to-back conference 
crowns for the first time in the ACC since Maryland 
achieved the feat in 2003 and 2004. The Seminoles 
tied a previous school record with the 2011 squad by 
defeating five AVCA Top 25 opponents, and one of just 
three teams (Southern California, Western Kentucky) 
who have garnered 28 wins or better in the last two 
seasons (2011 and 2012).

In Poole’s fifth season Florida State obliterated the 
school record for consecutive wins at home, reach-
ing 27 matches before falling to Purdue in the NCAA 
Second Round. Florida State also achieved a 16-match 
win streak and won 19 consecutive sets overall in the 
2012 season to reflect its stellar play. The Seminoles 
finished 18th in the final AVCA Poll and 12th in the final 
RPI, while being led by AVCA Third-Team All-American 
and ACC Player of the Year Ashley Neff as well as honor-
able mention All-Americans Sareea Freeman and Fatma 
Yildirim.

Poole’s most memorable year thus far came in 2011, 
when he led the Seminoles to their first-ever NCAA 
National Semifinal appearance in what was a startling 
year to say the least.

In 2011, FSU earned its third ACC title while finishing 
with a 28-7 overall record and an 18-2 mark within the 
conference. The Seminoles entered the NCAA Tourna-
ment as a No. 12 national seed and began the Field 
of 64 by defeating Albany and Cincinnati in Tully Gym. 
From there, FSU upset No. 5 Purdue in four sets in the 
Sweet 16 and defeated fourth-seeded Iowa State in 
five sets in the Elite Eight in Minneapolis to achieve 
a feat that many deemed unthinkable when Poole and 
his staff first arrived.

FSU became the first ACC volleyball team to ever ad-
vance to the final round of four, where it eventually lost 
to NCAA champion UCLA in the national semifinal at the 
Alamodome in San Antonio. FSU was the only team in 
the final four that had gotten through its regional in 
which both Sweet 16 and Elite Eight opponents were 
nationally-seeded. In his five seasons leading the Sem-
inoles, Poole has compiled 11 of FSU’s 12 NCAA postsea-
son wins, showing a 11-5 mark in championship play.

As a result of FSU’s historical 2011 campaign, Poole 
helped the Seminoles achieve their highest national 
ranking ever as they finished at No. 7 in the final AVCA 
Poll. FSU also finished with the seventh-best RPI in the 
nation. Poole capped his incredible season by being 
named the ACC Coach of the Year for the second time 
as well as the AVCA East Region Coach of the Year. He 
coached AVCA Second-Team All-American Jekaterina 
Stepanova to a career year as well as AVCA Honorable 
Mention All-Americans Visnja Djurdjevic and Neff.

The Noles earned 21 wins in Poole’s first season in 
2008 and followed that up with an incredible 2009 
campaign. FSU not only posted a 31-3 overall record, 
but under Poole’s tutelage the Noles captured their 
first outright regular-season ACC championship in 
school history (second overall) and made it to the Elite 
Eight of the NCAA Tournament for the first time ever.

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In addition to those program firsts, Poole’s Seminoles 
also set the school standard for most conference 
wins in a season with 19 and ACC wins in a row with 
16, which was then tied by the 2011 team. A national 
ranking of No. 11 in the entire country was the highest 
ever for a Florida State volleyball team at the time and 
its No. 3 national seed in the Big Dance continues to be 
the highest ever. Poole’s 2012 team reached the pro-
gram’s highest AVCA ranking at No. 6 on Sept. 3, 2012.

For his squad’s multiple successes, Poole garnered 
ACC Coach of the Year and AVCA Division I East Region 
Coach of the Year honors in 2009.

He also coached a handful of players that generated 
quite a few accolades. Brianna Barry became the first 
Seminole to ever be named the ACC’s Player of the Year 
and she also garnered AVCA Division I Second-Team 
All-American honors. Barry, an ESPN The Magazine Aca-
demic All First-Team member, was joined by Jordana 
Price, Mira Djuric and Rachael Morgan on the 2009 All-
ACC Team – a record at FSU for most players on that 
list in one season. Price, Djuric and Morgan also each 
achieved an AVCA Division I Honorable Mention All-
American nod. Poole also coached an ACC All-Freshman 
Team performer in Yildirim.

The 2010 season featured several roadblocks for the 
Seminoles, ranging from life-altering misfortunes off 
the court to devastating injuries that inhibited the 
team’s continuity. Despite all the hardships, the gutsy 
FSU squad finished 22-11, including 12-8 within the 
ACC. Several program feats were accomplished – mak-
ing back-to-back postseason appearances for the first 
time in over a decade, advancing to the second round 
of the NCAA Championship in consecutive years for the 
first time in school history and finishing with at least 
20 wins for the third straight season.

Veterans Jenna Romanelli and Stephanie Neville 
capped off their four-year careers in excellent fash-
ion. Junior outside hitter Djurdjevic was one of the top 
transfers in the country, being named an AVCA Hon-
orable Mention All-American and an AVCA Honorable 
Mention All-East Region member. She joined Neville as 
members of the All-ACC Team as well.

The fact that Poole has breathed life in the FSU volley-
ball program should come as no surprise as he brought 
a wealth of knowledge and experience to the school af-
ter heading the program at the University of Arkansas 
for 14 accomplished seasons.

Poole started Arkansas’ volleyball program in 1994 and 
was not only successful, but led the Lady Razorbacks 
to 11 Southeastern Conference Western Division titles. 
Add to that 11 postseason appearances – two NIVC and 
nine NCAA – along with an SEC Tournament title and nu-
merous individual player honors.

Upon arriving in Fayetteville, Ark. in 1993, Poole per-
sonally handled every element of building the program 
from buying the first pieces of equipment, hiring the 
assistants and recruiting the players, to renovating 
the court and building locker room facilities.

With head coaching stints at Arkansas, Arkansas State 
and Arkansas Tech, Poole earned a 550-230 career re-
cord in 21 seasons prior to his hiring at FSU and had 
been named conference coach of the year seven times 
and was pegged the South Region Coach of the Year 
in 1997.

During his 14 seasons at Arkansas, in which he com-
piled a 316-161 record, Poole produced two AVCA All-
Americans, three AVCA honorable mention All-Amer-
icans, 24 players with 44 All-SEC honors, three SEC 

Freshmen of the Year and 25 AVCA All-District/All-Re-
gion honorees. In addition to the success on the court, 
Poole’s Arkansas teams excelled in the classroom as 
well with 67 SEC Academic Honor Roll selections, 10 
CoSIDA All-District selections, two H. Boyd McWhorter 
Scholar-Athlete finalists and one McWhorter winner.

Poole certainly made his mark in the SEC as he guided 
Arkansas to a 159-65 record in the SEC regular season 
for a 71 percent league-winning mark. Poole and the 
Lady Razorbacks were even more impressive against 
the Western Division, winning 11 of 14 titles.

Poole spent an entire year away from competition pre-
paring for the Razorback’s inaugural season in 1994 
and it was time well spent as he led Arkansas to a 19-
17 overall record, a 10-5 SEC mark and an SEC Western 
Division title with a perfect 10-0 divisional record in 
the first year of competition. The Lady Razorbacks fin-
ished third overall in the league that year and played 
well enough to earn a postseason bid to the National 
Invitational Volleyball Coaches tournament in Kansas 
City where they finished seventh in a field of 20 teams. 
Poole was selected as the 1994 SEC Coach of the Year 
while two of his players earned All-SEC honors and one 
player earned All-District honors.

Poole’s ability to build a program was proven first with 
Arkansas Tech then at Arkansas State. He took over 
days prior to the 1987 season at ASU and his first team 
showed the effects with an 8-24 record. But with one 
season under Poole’s careful tutelage, virtually the 
same team was 41-1 the next year, launching a five-
year run of winning seasons for the Lady Indians.

His 1988 team had a 33-match win streak, longest 
in the nation, and posted a school-record 41-1 overall 
mark. The next year, ASU had a 34-match win streak, 
notched a Lady Indian record with 43 wins (43-6 over-
all) and was ranked ninth in the South Region.

In his last season at ASU, the Lady Indians were 41-6 
and received an automatic bid into the NCAA Tourna-
ment in 1992. ASU entered the 32-team NCAA field with 
the most wins of any team, but lost a tough four-game 
match to the Northwest Region’s top-seeded team, 
Long Beach State.

Prior to ASU, Poole was an assistant and later head 
coach at Arkansas Tech. In two seasons as head 
coach at ATU, he posted a 53-20 record, winning the 
Arkansas Intercollegiate Conference title in 1985 as 
co-head coach and finishing runner-up as head coach 
in 1986. He started his collegiate career in 1983 as a 
graduate assistant for the nationally ranked Arkansas 
Tech Golden Suns. Tech was 58-9 with a perfect 24-0 
conference mark in two seasons with Poole as an as-
sistant coach.

A native of Heber Springs in north-central Arkansas, 
Poole is a 1983 graduate of Arkansas Tech and earned 
a master’s degree from there in 1989. He is a member 
of the American Volleyball Coaches Association and 
has served on the AVCA’s All-American, All-South Region 
and All-South Region Ranking committees and is also 
an AVCA Top 25 voter.

Poole and his wife, Toni, a former Arkansas State track 
and field standout, have two children, son Joshua and 
daughter Taylor.

Florida State head coach Chris Poole guided the Seminoles to their first-ever NCAA Final Four in 2011, 
earning AVCA All-East Region Coach of the Year honors as well as the ACC Coach of the Year.
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Jeff Hulsmeyer begins his fifth season as Florida 
State’s associate head coach in 2019. Among his 
primary day-to-day duties include the continued 
development of the Seminoles’ setters, recruiting 
and maintaining the communication flow with future 
student athletes as well as the institution of the 
training program for the team as prioritized by head 
coach Chris Poole.

“I have personally known Jeff since he started coach-
ing,” said head coach Chris Poole. “We both got into 
Division I Volleyball about the same time in the late 
80’s. In fact, we coached against each other in the 
Sun Belt Conference. His teams were always excep-
tionally well prepared for matches.”

Leading up to game day during the season, Huls-
meyer plays an integral role in the match prep and 
scouting of opponents for Poole. He also works pri-
marily with the Florida State setters, which included 
the tandem of Brianne Burkert and Hailey Luke in 
2016. His tutelage of Burkert resulted in her being 
named to the ACC All-Freshman Team in 2015, and 
becoming the eighth setter in FSU’s rally scoring his-
tory to hand out at least 700 assists in 2016 as she 
recorded a team-high 771 assists (6.17 assists/set).

Hulsmeyer’s work with Luke allowed the junior en-
joy the best statistical season of her career as she 
dished out 729 assists (5.98 assists per set), includ-
ing 453 assists in league matches. The combination 
of Hulsmeyer’s offensive schemes with the dual 
threat of Burkert and Luke allowed Florida State to 
post the best hitting percentage (.271) against ACC 
opponents in his first year on the bench.

Hulsmeyer brought his wealth of coaching experi-
ence to Florida State after serving as an assistant at 
Kansas State for six seasons (2009- 14), helping the 
Wildcats to three NCAA Tournament appearances in-
cluding a Sweet 16 berth in 2011 after being selected 
to finish eighth in the Big 12.

In 2014, the Wildcats teetered in-and-out of the AVCA 
Top 25, finishing with a record of 22-9 after falling 
in the first round of the NCAA Tournament to Utah. 
Hulsmeyer served as the offensive and recruiting 
coordinator at Kansas State, working heavily with 
the setters in practice while acquiring some of the 
top recruiting classes in the country according to 
PrepVolleyball.com.

Hulsmeyer served as the head coach for Georgetown 
College, where he produced a record of 75-14, leading 
the Tigers to a No. 5 national ranking in 2007. In both 
seasons at the helm he was named the conference 
and region coach of the year while helping a pair of 
players to NAIA All-America honors.

Prior to an assistant coaching job at Illinois (1996-
98) and a four-year head coaching stint at Purdue 
(1999-2002), Hulsmeyer worked for Arkansas State 
and Western Kentucky—two teams in the Sun Belt 
Conference, capturing three titles and two Coach of 
the Year awards.

While at the helm of Arkansas State (1993-95) he led 
his team to the crown in all three seasons while re-
maining perfect in regular season conference play in 
addition to a pair of NCAA Tournament bids.

After a season at Western Kentucky as a graduate 
assistant, Hulsmeyer took over as the head coach in 
1990, turning the program around and finishing with 
a 32-9 record following a season that had a losing 
record. While at the helm (1990-93) Hulsmeyer led 
Western Kentucky to a pair of runner-up finishes in 
the Sun Belt Conference.

During parts of his coaching career began, Hulsmey-
er played indoor and professional beach volleyball 
from 1989-95 while recruiting on the East Coast.

Hulsmeyer graduated from Kentucky in 1988 with a 
degree in political science. He is married to the for-
mer Michelle Hall of Halstead, Kan. She was a two-
time All-American volleyball player for Barton County 
Community College before she went on to play at 
Arkansas State where she helped her team to the 
NCAA Tournament in both seasons. The couple have 
four children, Zach, Ben, Hannah and Jack.

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Jordana Price enters her third season as Florida 
State’s assistant coach in 2019. In her two sea-
sons with the Seminoles, Price has helped to 
build up one of the most dominating and consis-
tent group of middle blockers in the ACC. She has 
helped coach Taryn Knuth, who was named the 
AVCA East Region and ACC Freshman of the Year in 
2017 and became an AVCA All-American Honorable 
Mention in 2018 after finishing the season with 
188 blocks, which ranked third in the NCAA.
 
Price was named an AVCA Thirty Under 30 award 
winner in 2018 in recognition of her dedication to 
the growth of both the sport and the volleyball 
community. 

In 2017, Price returned to her alma mater after a 
two-year stint at South Alabama, where she was 
an assistant coach who served as the offensive 
coordinator and primary recruiting coordinator. 
She also worked with blocking. 

“First, I would like to thank Cindy Hartmann, Van-
essa Fuchs and Stan Wilcox for this incredible 
opportunity to return to my alma mater,” Price 
said.  “My interactions with all of the adminis-
tration have been amazing and it is wonderful to 
be back on campus with such inspiring people. I 
would also like to give a huge thank you to Chris 
Poole and Jeff Hulsmeyer for providing this dream 
opportunity for me to return to the very program 
that shaped me as a student-athlete, person and 
young professional to go off into the world and 
create success. I couldn’t be more excited for my 
return to the Seminoles and am eager to help this 
great coaching staff to continue building upon the 
great legacy that is Florida State Volleyball.” 

A three-year member of the Florida State indoor 
volleyball team, Price helped the Seminoles to 
their first-ever trip to the Elite Eight in 2009 after 
winning the ACC Championship. She led the league 
in blocks (1.31 per set) and ranked fourth in hitting 

percentage (.335) which was also second on the 
team. The All-ACC middle blocker won AVCA All-
America honorable mention accolades. 

The Mountain Home, Idaho, native also ranks 
eighth in school history with 306 total blocks in 
addition to holding the sixth-highest hitting per-
centage (.312).  

“Jordana was well respected by her teammates 
as someone very passionate about playing every 
day,” Poole said. “She was a great student-athlete 
and she held herself to high standards. She coach-
es with the same communication and aggressive-
ness that made her an All-American during our 
2009 run to the NCAA Elite Eight.”

Price played professionally overseas and in the 
United State following her graduation in 2009. 
She helped lead Hotel Cristal Volleyball Franches-
Montagnes to take second place at the Swiss Vol-
ley Cup Final while helping the franchise to its first 
European Cup win.  

In 2012, Price helped the Indiana Hoosier Extermi-
nators win the Women’s USA Volleyball Open Cham-
pionship after taking second in 2010. She also had 
a stint with the Florida Wave where she led the 
team to a second place finish 2013 in addition to 
winning the Florida Region of USA Volleyball Award 
for the Most Outstanding Adult Female Player. 

While playing in the United States, Price served 
as a graduate assistant for Valdosta State before 
stepping into the role of a volunteer assistant in 
2014 where she helped the Blaze to a 25-8 record

and 16-4 mark in conference play, while advancing 
to the second round of the NCAA Division II south 
regional in addition to the first-ever Gulf South 
Conference title.

Price was the interim head coach at Valdosta 
State from January-March of 2014. 

At South Alabama, Price made huge improvements 
over two seasons, while working with Mechell 
Daniel, who captured Second Team All-Sun Belt 
honors before signing a professional contract 
with Oriveden Ponnistus of the European Volleyball 
Confederation in Finland. 

In addition, Price helped the Jaguars to their best 
season since 1994 with 17 wins in 2016, tying for 
second in the Sun Belt Conference East Division, 
which was the best finish in program history. The 
Jaguars had a winning record for the first time 
since 1989.

Price graduated from FSU in the fall of 2009 where 
she majored in Psychology. She made the Dean’s 
List in the Fall of 2008 and is one of the 52 Florida 
State student-athletes to have received the ACC 
Postgraduate Scholarship. 

The 2009 FSU Volleyball Most Influential Player 
earned a Master of Science in Marriage and Family 
Therapy from Valdosta State in 2014.
